Last week the new Board of Theatre Regina started this newsletter for everyone 
interested in the Regina Performing Arts Centre. Here’s Progress Report #2: 
 
• An application to restore the federal charitable tax registration has now been filed. 

The Saskatchewan Non-Profit Corporate registration is in good standing. 
 
• A fund raising event at the Centre, with all groups participating, is being planned, 

tentatively for this spring. The Board has also developed a comprehensive approach 
to fund raising, short-term and long-term. A detailed plan is now being drawn up. 
Grant applications for funding are being prepared.  

 
• The Board is being expanded. A number of talented individuals are being asked to 

join. Dennis Zwarych is the first new addition. Welcome, Dennis! 
 
• Thank you to the groups that contributed $1,000 each, and thank you to the tenants 

who have prepaid rents. These funds – and the funds we’ve also requested from the 
remaining member groups – are being used to stabilize current operations. 

 
• We continue to meet our current financial obligations. Salaries are paid in full and 

partial payments continue to suppliers and utilities. 
 
• A new theatre rental process and fee structure is being developed, allowing rental 

estimates and quotations to be applied consistently, transparently and fairly for all 
groups. In the meantime, the current rates continue for everyone. 

 
• An independent accountant continues to review all financial records for the past 

three years. We expect a report soon. 
 
• We’ve reviewed several options for new building management, and are now 

negotiating what we are convinced will be a great solution to guarantee immediate, 
professional and sustainable daily administration. We expect to finalize details this 
week, so look for news in next week’s Progress Report. 

 
• All events booked in the building have been confirmed with clients, and shows in the 

building are continuing with great success. No shows or events have been cancelled 
or changed. We continue to take new bookings, so please let everyone know our 
theatre remains a great performing venue with openings still available this year! 

 
The more we work at this task the clearer these facts become: 
 
1. We have consistent, sustainable revenues now and committed for the future. 
2. We have strong community support. 
3. Our centre serves a vitally important role in our city.
